Tasks: To undertake administrative duties as directed by the Youth Information Office.  These could be IT research, written or verbal tasks. The office welcomes students to Annecy, helping them to find accommodation and deal with other general student enquiries.
Requirements: student must command a very high level of French – good A level grade or predicted grade – to be able to work in a French office.

Student, male or female, must be 18 at time of going to Annecy.
Salary  approx 1250 Euros for 4 weeks (35 hours per week) work for both posts.

Accommodation is at the Résidence des Marquisats – a student hostel.

Accommodation is provided and paid for by the Municipality of Annecy.

Student has to cover cost of travel to Annecy and meals - there are self catering facilities at the Residence des Marquisats.
